Recommend Irita Barnard for the Facilities Management Excellence award. Mrs. Barnard has contributed to the Facility Management Basic Course as an instructor filling in wherever needed and when requested. In addition to supporting the MEDCOM mission at the Facility Management Basic Course, Mrs. Barnard is the facility management specialist at Ft. Leonard Wood Army Community Hospital. Mrs. Barnard is responsible for the day-to-day operations and maintenance of the hospital, as well as the single point of contact for the facility master plan initiative.

Lance Dyar, Facility Manager, Evans Army Community Hospital, Ft. Carson, Colorado.

Recommend Mr. Lance Dyar for the Facilities Management Excellence award. Mr. Dyar continues to maintain his facility within the allocated funding limits in RPM dollars. Despite the problems with a contract default for the fire alarm system, Mr. Dyar manages to continue with the timely completion of the fire alarm project using another contracting firm. Facility Condition Indexing shows the efficient and effective use of Real Property Maintenance dollars. The actual cost of maintenance for Evans is below the cost model’s recommended rate of 2-4% PRV for maintenance and repair expenditures. The overall condition of the Evans Army Community Hospital reflects the care and stewardship of Mr. Dyar’s entire Facilities Management program. 

James Staulcup, Facility Director, Southeast Regional Medical Command, Ft. Gordon, GA. 

Recommend Mr. Staulcup for the Facilities Management Excellence Award. Mr. Staulcup is recognized for exceptional initiative in developing, planning, and implementing a model for a regionalized maintenance contract for all medical treatment facilities in the Southeast Region. Mr. Staulcup’s initiative will result in a potential savings of over $2.6 million in total operations and maintenance contract.  Mr. Staulcup is also the Facility Director for the Southeast Regional Medical Command.

Maurice Evans, Acting Facility Manager, Walter Reed Army Medical Center.

Mr. Evans performed the duties as Facility Manager for one of the largest medical centers in the U.S. Army inventory.  The previous Facility Manager resigned unexpectedly, and Mr. Evans stepped into the position of leadership, while being relatively new to the facilities field. While Mr. Evans served as Facility Manager, he also went through an extensive ramp up for the Joint Commission Accreditation Survey. During this time, Mr. Evans performed his duties in an exemplary manner scoring a 97% in the Joint Commission Accreditation Survey.
